Campaign Rules 2016
1. Seventh grade students who are running for an office may begin

campaigning May 6, 2015.

2. The candidate must furnish all supplies for the campaign.

3. Candidates must ask permission as to where to hang posters in 

the classroom.

4. Candidates may place posters in the middle school and the cafeteria.         
    Permission is required for posters on lockers.

5. Negative campaigning WILL NOT be tolerated and may result in

disqualification.

6. Fliers, stickers, and buttons may be given out to the students by the

candidate.  It is the responsibility of this person to see that his/her 

materials DO NOT litter the school.

7. Candidates MAY NOT give out candy during their campaign.

8. NO ONE is allowed to TOUCH or REMOVE or COVER or WRITE ON any hung campaign poster.  Anyone witnessing such events needs to   report it to Mr. Barber or Mrs. Atkinson immediately.
9. Candidates must remove all campaign posters by 2:30 p.m. on 

Tuesday, May 24th !!
10. FAILURE TO FOLLOW THESE CAMPAIGN RULES MAY
RESULT IN DISQUALIFICATION.
