· Explanation (at least one paragraph) of why the intersection is dangerous.
· At least three proposed modifications that could be implemented to make the intersection safer.

	Detailed and Labeled Map
	The map is showing a bird’s eye view of the intersection. The intersection is labeled with street signs, traffic signals, structures and/or brush that is causing the danger.

	The well written paragraph explains in detail, at least three reasons why the intersection is dangerous.

	A short explanation is given with minimal detail, listing at least two reason why the intersection is dangerous.

	The explanation is given with minimal detail, listing one reason why the intersection is dangerous.

(5 points)
	The explanation given is 1-2 sentences with minimal detail.




(3 points)

	Proposed Modifications
	The poster has three or more proposed modifications.
All modifications are clearly explained.
Modifications are original (not just simply reducing the speed limit).

(10 points)
	The poster has three proposed modifications. The modifications lack some explanations. Some of the modifications are original. 

(8 points)
	The poster has two proposed modifications. The modifications are lacking details/ explanations. Modifications are lacking originality. 
(5 points)
	The poster has 0-1 proposed modifications. All modifications are lacking detail and originality. 





(3 points)

	Neatness 
	Poster is exceptionally attractive in terms of color and neatness.
(5 points)
	Poster is attractive, though it lacked organization.

(4 points)
	Poster is poorly designed and lacks neatness.


(2 points)
	Poster is unorganized making it hard to read/understand.

(1 point)

	Spelling and Grammar
	There was no spelling or grammatical errors present in the project.
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(5 points)
	There was 1-2 minor spelling or grammatical errors present in the project.

(4 points)
	There were multiple spelling or grammatical errors present in the project.

(2 points)
	The number of spelling and grammatical errors prevented ideas from being clearly understood.
