Color Wheel Vocabulary

Primary colors- Red, Blue and Yellow
Can not be made from any other colors.

Secondary colors-Green, Orange and Purple
	Made by mixing 2 Primary Colors together
	Example Red + Blue = Purple

Intermediate colors-Made by mixing equal amounts of 1 primary and 1 secondary color together
	The Intermediate Colors are Yellow-Green,    Yellow-Orange,     Blue-Green,      Blue-Violet,      Red-Violet,    and     Red-Orange

Tint – Add white to a color to make it lighter

Shade- Add Black to a color to make it darker

Analogous colors – Neighboring Colors on the Color Wheel.        
	Colors next to each other.  

	Example:  Green, Blue-Green and Blue

Complementary colors – Color Opposite each other OR Across from each other on the Color Wheel
	3 Examples – Red and Green
			   Blue and Orange
			   Purple and Yellow

Neutral – Mix ALL 3 Primary colors OR 2 Complementary colors together to get Black, Brown or Gray. 

Value – The  lightness or darkness of a color.


Hue – Another word for Color

Warm colors –      Red,        Orange,      Yellow
	 Usually represent something Hot, Intense, or Active.

Cool colors -  Blue,    Green,   Purple
	Usually used to represent something Calm, Quiet or Chilly.

Monochromatic colors – One Color adding tints and shades of the color OR Adding Black and White to one color
Example:  Pale Blue(Baby Blue) to Midnight Blue

Intensity How Strong a color is.  
	Example: From Powdery Pale Pink to Shocking Bright Pink
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
