Biotic – The living parts of an ecosystem
Ex. Plants and animals
Habitat – An environment that provides the things an organism needs to live,  grow, and reproduce
Abiotic – The non-living parts of an ecosystem

Ex. Soil, sunlight, water, rocks, air, pollution

Ecosystem – All of the organisms from a community and their non-living environment
Environment – The surrounding or conditions in which an organism lives or operates
Producer – An organism that makes its own food (plants and algae)
Consumer – An organism that eats other living things for its energy
Decomposer – An organism that breaks down wastes and dead organisms (fungi)
Watershed – The region draining into a river, river system, or any other body of water
Biome – a group of land ecosystems with similar climates and organisms 
Dispersal – The movement of organisms from one place to another
