Honors Chemistry – Mr. Hatch (2016-2017)

Each TEAM of two to four students will select a form of technology relevant to their lives (NOTE: technology doesn’t necessarily mean high-tech, it could be something as simple as a pencil or as complex as a completely automated automobile manufacturing plant). Through library and internet research, you will explore the history of the technology, along with its current uses. Then the team must project into the future 20 years, and describe what they imagine the same technology to be like at that time. The final project will include a 150 word (max)  abstract, a written description of the present technology, history, future technology, necessary breakthroughs, the design process and potential consequences (both positive and negative) as well as five graphics designed to simulate web pages and a bibliography of resources. Projects may be chosen to enter regional and potentially national competition. Regional winners will win an awards ceremony at their school and each team member will win a technology/science related gift. National Finalists (8 teams) will win a trip to Washington, D.C. for all team members and their parents. National winners will be awarded U. S. Series EE savings bonds ($10 000 =1st (4 teams), $5000 = 2nd (4 teams).) All completed projects will earn a participation certificate and prize. 500 honorable mention teams will win a unique prize.
Projected Timeline for ExploraVision Projects 

(All dates are subject to minor adjustment)
· September 29th (Or thereabouts): Students will begin logging ideas for their project into their project diary. Throughout the duration of the project, students will INDIVIDUALLY be expected to make at LEAST 2-3 journal entries per week. Entries may be as simple as an idea for topic to research or a creative concept for future technology or as complex as several pages of research notes. Planning/brainstorming notes from discussions with teammates also should be included. (We will have periodic graded journal checks as outlined below – JC = Journal Check.)
· October 5th (Wed): We will visit the school library for one class period so students can do some “pre-search” to see if a topic they are interested could make a feasible project topic. Each INDIVIDUAL will select a SPECIFIC TECHNOLOGY to use as the focus of the TEAM project, giving each TEAM 3-4 possible topics for the final project. (JC - 10 points: Yours)
· October 7th(Fri):  We will also spend a period on our laptops, continuing  research on the internet, or checking out some award winning projects from previous years at http://www.exploravision.org/dm. (JC - 10 points: Yours)
· October 25th (Tues): – Teams will submit a proposal for their project. The plan must  include at least two alternative topics for their project, in case difficulties arise or their “plan A” project is deemed unsuitable. (10 points: TEAM)
· November 10th (Thurs): - Students will submit a Project Abstract (30 points: TEAM), a 150 word (max.) summary of the technology the team plans to focus on, its history, its current application, and their ideas for the future. Students will also show their project diary (JC - 15 points: Yours) to the instructor as an indication of progress up to this point.

· November 18th-22nd (Fri-Tues) – Students will submit the first draft (50 points: TEAM) of their background research and preliminary sketches of their five (or more) web graphics* (25 points: TEAM). This draft will include a bibliography 
(10 points: TEAM) of resources used, with at least three non-internet and at least two internet sources. Adhering to published contest rules is essential for top scores.
· December 16th-20th (Fri-Tues) Students will submit the final draft (100 points: TEAM) of their report and their five (or more) web page graphics* (50 points: TEAM). (All entries must be mailed by Jan 20th.)
*Web graphics may be printouts of actual web pages the students have developed themselves, they may be generated using a word processing/drawing/painting program on the computer. They may be collages of artwork and/or they may be drawn by hand. They may or may not involve technology in any way but MUST be the original work of the students being graded. Web pages must be on the form provided. Students may use graphics taken from published materials only if these materials are appropriately cited as allowed by copyright restrictions.
Official Certificates (Late Slips) may NOT be used on any component of this project.
